The last letter of these adjectives ‘agree’ with the thing 
described – to show if it is m, f, m pl, or f pl.  Un viaggio lento, una
macchina lenta, viaggi lenti, macchine lente
A slow journey, a slow car, slow journeys, slow cars.

A lot of adjectives in the dictional, however, end with the letter ‘e’.
In this case, there are only two endings possible: ‘e’ in the singular
and ‘i’ in the plural.
